BASIC NORWEGIAN - SECTION 7 - FUTURE AND MODALVERBS

IN THIS CLASS WE WILL FOCUS ON THE FOLLOWING ELEMENTS:

- Modalverbs (for expressing future)
- Some expressions

MODALVERBS (EXPRESSING FUTURE)

The modalverbs acts in the same manner as in English and we are also talking about the same
verbs. In this section we will focus on the present tense of the verbs.

The modalverbs are:

a kunne —kan (can)

a ville —vil (will)

a skulle — skal (shall)

a matte — ma (must)

a burde — ber (ought to)

These verbs are not the only way to express the future and they can be used in other contexts
(just like in English). What is characteristic for the verbs, however, is that the verb after the
modal verb will be in infinitive without “3” in front. E.g.

1. Hun gnsker 3 spise is — Se wishes to eat icecream
2. Hun vil spise is — She will eat icecream

In phrase 1 you see that with another verb first the second verb will be in infinitive with “a” in
front. In phrase 2 the second verb is in the infinitive but without the “3” (or “to” in English).

When expressing with the modalverbs vil, skal, ma and the verbs “ga" “dra” “reise”, you can
leave out the verbs (completely optional):

Hun vil dra til Kina pa ferie -> Hun vil til Kina pa ferie
Han skal ga til legen i morgen -> Han skal til legen i morgen
Barnet ma reise pa skoletur -> Barnet ma pa skoletur

When expressing future you can also do this without the use modalverbs.
Han kommer i morgen (he comes tomorrow)

Jeg gar pa jobb klokka 7 (1 go to work at 7)

Han beseker legen senere (He visits the doctor later)
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MISC GRAMMAR AND EXPRESSIONS

When expressing anything with “too +Adjective/Adverb” you will use the preposition “for” in

Norwegian. Like with these examples:
For langsom

For tidlig

For sen

Ha lyst til +VERB E.g. Han har lyst til 3 spise

(Too early)
(Too late)

(To be on time)

(To want something)
(To want to do s.thing)

words than when someone is at that location. But you will only need to remember the onese

listed below:

Han reiser hjem Han er hjemme
Han gar ut Han er ute

Han garinn Han erinne
Han gar opp Han er oppe
Han gar ned Han er nede
Han kommer hit Han er her
Vireiser dit De erder

lavere enn = lower than

a skje = to happen

snart = soon

en lunsj =alunch

a komme frem = to get to end spot (3 komme frem — han er fremme)
senere = later

i dag = today
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
